4WD QLD has passed on to all clubs the new state forestry permit’s letter. They let all clubs know 
that there is a memorandum of understanding (MOU) has been signed between the QPWS, Dept of 
natural resources & mines (DRM) and Forest plantations QLD (FPQ) on the ongoing control and re-
sponsibility for certain areas. 
 
The understanding is this 
 

·     FPQ has control of all plantation areas including hoop pine & exotics  
·     DRM will have control over natural forest are where logging is being undertaken 
·     QPWS will have control in natural forest areas & areas were logging has bee finished. 

 
This MOU could mean that multiple permit applications and approvals may be needed to access all 
areas of the forests. Policies are still being formulated and appears there is no set guide lines so I sug-
gest before planning a trip ring QPWS and find out weather any other permits are required.
