
Instructions for uploading to the Web Gallery using Gallery Remote 
 
 
 
Go to the club website www.frasercoast4wdclub.com 
 
click on Gallery 
 
follow the instructions on the screen.



 
 
 

 
 
 
Click on Register in the top right hand corner (if you have not already registered). 
 
Fill in all fields. Make your “Full Name” your club callsign. (this way I can keep easy 
track of the goings on). 
 
Click register 
 
 



 
 
 
You will then be taken to your area of the gallery. 



 
 
 
Click “Add items” in the left hand side Toolbar 



 
 
 
The options for adding items now appear. 
 
if you like you may add items from this window, simply click on “browse’  and browse to 
the location on your computer that you have the photo, and select it. You can add a 
caption if you choose. 
 
You may add up to 5 photos at a time with this method.  
 
If you choose to upload this way you can skip the next section on Gallery remote. 



 
 
 
Click on the grey “Gallery Remote”  Tab. 
 
Then click on “Download Gallery Remote”  



 
 
 
Click on “exe 30 MB” to install the full version of Gallery Remote 



 
 
 
If your protection is up to scratch you will receive a message in a yellow bar in your 
browser warning you that you have attempted to download a file 



 
 
 
click in the yellow bar and then on “Download File…” 
 
and follow the directions, you will probably install it into the default directory. 



 
 
 
Once you have installed Gallery Remote, start it from the start menu. 
 
It should like like this (but with a blank “Gallery URL” field) 



 
 
 
Click on “Add Gallery URL” (your new window will be blank). 
 
Click on “New…” 



 
 
 
Fill in these fields. 
 
Alias is whatever you wish the gallery to be known as on your computer (“club”  would 
do) 
 
Username is the username that you created when you registered on the gallery. 
 
Likewise for password 
 
The gallery URL will be…

click “OK” 



 
 
 
Now select the new gallery (by whatever alias you gave it) and click “Log in” . 



 
 
 
Select your folder. by double clicking on it. 



 
 
 
Click on “New Album” and give it a name and title. Click “OK” 



 
 
 
Select your new album with a single click. 
 
Click “Add Pictures”  



 
 
 
 
An explorer window will open, navigate to the folder that contains your images. 



 
 
 
select the items, either individually or with a Ctrl-click or Shift-click. 
 
Click “Add”  
 
 
--- note. you can also have your image folder open in another window and drag and drop 
your images into the middle column of the Gallery Remote window, this is the easiest 
method, but is difficult to illustrate. If you do this you do not have to click “Add pictures”  
first.--- 



 
 
 
The photos that you selected will appear as thumbnails (regardless of how you put them 
there) 



 
 
 
Click on “Upload pictures”  and you pictures will be automatically resized and uploaded 
to you folder on the Gallery. (be patient of you are on a slow connection). 



 
 
 
Go back to the Gallery (through the club website if you closed the window) and your 
gallery will be there, double click on your name (or callsign) and then on the folder that 
you created.) 
 
---note. You may be on the second or third (or more) page of the gallery, so see if there 
are options for viewing more pages if you cannot see your folder. 
 
 
For most users this is all you will need to know, you can now add photos and navigate 
around the gallery viewing the photos of other members. 
 
I have given a few further instructions for those that might want to use the gallery as a 
hosting service.

Now each of my uploaded pictures appears as a thumbnail. 
 
This gallery now has its own web address that you may choose to publish, this will allow 
people to view your photos without having to go through that club site and everyone’s 
photos. 
 
Simply copy the URL of the web page, and do with it what you will,

If you double click on any thumbnail it will display a larger version of that picture. 
 
Each larger picture also has its own URL, again copy and paste it to whatever application 
you desire. 



 
 
 
If you right click within the larger picture you will see a few options, select “Properties”  



 
 
 
Then highlight the URL in the properties window. Right click on the highlighted text and 
choose “Copy” . 



 
 
Put this address into the browser bar (or use this address in forums or even in email 
attachments) and you will just see the picture, without any borders or other information.
