*  the Wednesday 1530 group will need to purchase a vehicle service permit ~$32 (this is valid for one 
month) and camping fees for the Wednesday night @$4/pp. This must be done before leaving the 
mainland. 
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We have booked the entire Kauri Campground at Central 
Station. This area has 22 sites, all are flat and level, most 
include a table and chairs. The campsite is fully fenced but 
all campers are still required to observe the rules, ie: do not 
leave food or food products where they can be accessed by 
animals (heavy fines apply). 
 
Campsite facilities include toilets that ‘ flush’  and hot show-
ers ($1 for 6 minutes). Fresh water taps and washing sinks 
are scattered around the campsite. 
 
You will notice that campers have been assigned to sites 
(most already know this as it was done at the January Meet-
ing). This has been done to prevent possible issues with 
camper trailers and families with young children. 
 
A club member in each barge group will have the clean up 
stickers, remember that these stickers constitute your access 
and camping permit for the weekend, please ensure that they 
are displayed appropriately ie, in the top, left corner of your 
windscreen (experience has shown that they do not like wa-
ter, if you can think of a way to display 
them on the inside of your windscreen that 
would be an advantage). 
 
Thursday and Friday will be spent explor-
ing the island in ‘mini trips’ , Trip Leaders 
will be appointed for each of these ‘mini 
trips’ .  
 
Anyone can lead a trip, you may have a 
dozen takers or just one, it doesn’ t matter… 
If there is a part of the island that you 
would like to see, this may be your chance, 
grab a map (most servos or newsagents 
have maps of Fraser, I recommend the 
Hema map.) and put something together. 
 
The club will host an evening of nibbles and the like on Fri-
day night. 
 
Sat-

urday morning sees us register at Cornwell’s Break Road, 
there is no need for the entire club to register, one or two 
vehicles will attend the registration point and then return to 
join the rest of the club. At registration the club will receive 
its clean up area and we will them organize ourselves to 
complete the clean up. 
 
The QAFWDC will host a BBQ and entertainment at the 
group camping area at Cornwell’s Break Road, on Saturday 
night, we will be asked to car pool to the event as parking 
will be very limited. (let’s remember that normal road rules 
apply on Fraser, and that includes a .05 BAC limit…) 
 
Sunday morning is our last on the Island, your return barge 
and time is overleaf. 
 
In 2005, the club received an outstanding amount of press 
coverage for its efforts at the clean up, this really raised the 
profile of the club, we can only hope to repeat this feat this 

year. 
 
This is our best opportunity to demonstrate the family orien-
tated and community based nature of our chosen recreation 
and club...
