Northern Safari by Parrot 
Having just returned from our 17 day tour, I read Dave©s im-
passioned plea for stories for the newsletter, so, here©s a sum-
mary of our trip.  
Not much 4WDriving, but Little Red did a lot of hard work 
towing our caravan, including an unexpected 40 k of dirt.  
First stopover at Rockhampton, then a week at Mackay, ex-
ploring the hinterland of Finch Hatton Gorge and Eungella, 
the beautiful coastline of Hillsborough National Park, Hay 
Point coal terminal (of particular interest to me, as a mech. en-
gineer from a past life, involved in materials handling), and a 
day trip around the Whitsunday Islands, including snorkelling 
on the coral reef. Wow !  
Then inland to Clermont, the "town that moved" - after the massive cyclone in1919 which devastated 
Mackay, and the flood which followed, which wiped out Clermont and killed 60 people, they wisely 
decided to rebuild Clermont on the hill !! Interesting place - especially if you time it right to do a free 
tour of the huge Blair Athol coal mine (Tues and Fri).  
The direct route to the gemfields of Rubyvale and Sapphire was sealed 95%, according to my map. 
This turned out to be more like 60% sealed, so we had an interesting several hours towing our touring 
(definitely not off- road) caravan on the dirt, till we got to Rubyvale. But no dramas, we took it 
steady.  
We had a couple of enjoyable days looking around and fossiking, and found a beaut rare yellow sap-
phire, which I subsequently arranged to be cut and polished and set in a gold ring - a rather special 
present for my wife Alexis.  
Then to a farmstay caravan park (Waremba), 60 k from Carnavon Gorge, which was dog friendly - 
we had our little Lhasa Apso with us.
