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CARNAGE AT CHILDERS CANYON !! 
Saturday 22 December 2007

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GLASSHOUSE MOUNTAINS  
8 DEC 2007  
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I left at 5.15 am, via Boggies place to collect 4 Baja Claws (as 
spares, in case we needed them - NOT REALLY - Boggie later 
sold them to a guy at the Ettamogah Pub !), met Lorna and Dan 
at Matilda South, and had breakkie at Gympie McDonalds.  
After some minor navigational issues, we met the guys from the 
Queensland 4WD Club at the Glasshouse Mountains Lookout - 
Geoff and his Dad in a very capable Patrol (Logan Challenge 
and Qld Winch Challenge), and Steve and son in a locked and 
lifted Cruiser.  
After airing down, we set off at 10, Lorna taking notes to support the GPS 
plots, in the hope that we might be able to find our way around next time. 
But it©s a big area, and I was lost and disorientated in no time at all ! It©s great 
being Trip Leader when you don©t have to lead!  
It had rained earlier that morning, so the tracks were pretty slippery. Jeff cer-
tainly knew where the best ones were. Lorna and Dan shared the driving in 
Dan©s Patrol, and both did some dramatic drives. The most severe track was 
called "Engine Mount", where we all had to winch up a nasty slippery rock 
step (see pic). Other notable tracks were "Ball Bearing" and "The Goat Track". 
One track looked undriveable without serious panel damage, as Geoff©s Dad drove 
it first and slipped into a deep groove and bashed the rear quarter. After much de-
liberation, I decided that it might be possible to bridge the groove by driving the 
lh wheels high up the bank, using a rocky groove for the rh wheels to 
hold the truck level. Slow and steady was the go - it worked! Dan fol-
lowed, and made it look easy (see pic). Boggie decided to risk his panels, 
and followed - he went a little too high, and a tree root caused a small 
ding- he wasn©t happy! (see pic).  
The views were excellent, and we traversed the northern and southern 
sections of the National Parks and State Forests which surround the 
Glasshouse Mountains. We passed close to Mt Beerwah (see pic), the 
highest of the Glasshouse Mountains. We©ll have to climb it on a future 
visit to the area.!  
All in all, a superb day of extreme 4WDriving, with minimal 
damage. We were back in Maryborough around 7.30, and left a 

lot of mud at the car-
wash! More like clay - 
very difficult to dis-
lodge.  
Another visit will defi-
nitely be on the calen-
dar next year - Geoff 
has kindly offered to 
lead us again.

track, re-
quiring 
raised sus-
pension and 
big tyres,

there. Slow and steady 
was the go, with plenty 
of navigational help.  
A fully transformed 
Phoenix led the way, 
trying out her Rockhop-
per gears, recently 
transplanted from poor 
old Little Red. These 
crawler gears are fan-
tastic for this type of 
terrain, giving plenty of 
time to position the 
wheels accurately, 
without slipping the 
clutch and hanging off 
the brake. Can©t recom-
mend them highly 
enough for serious rock 
hoppers. Superb control 
downhill too - provid-
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I arrived at Torbanlea Roadhouse at 8.40 am to find all participants 
ready to go. After the paper work was attended to we all departed at 9.15am 
with Phoenix as TEC, Beno, Lorna, Rebel, Asterix, Wildcats, Demon Des, 
Batman and leading was Fieries. 

A quick drive to Mount Doongul via Duckinwilla / School Rd, where 
we had morning tea. Rebel and Phoenix tackled the fire break down and back 
without incident. 

From here the plan became a little off centre. Phoenix, Rebel, Lorna 
and Beno tackled the fire break up to Fairlies Knob, while the rest of us took 
some loop roads off our planned route.

Departing camp at 8 AM, we headed for Coongarra Rock. The first track was to Waterfall Rd. A pretty easy track. A visit to the top 
of the falls via a pleasant stroll along the creek. There was trickle of water going over the falls making some of the rock ledges very 
slippery, as the Dewberrys found out. First Jolyn slipping and falling ungracefully on the rocks only to be outdone by her brother.

We were brought to an 
abrupt halt by a large tree across the road that blocked our way. Firey produced a hand winch and an axe. After some effort and a 
lifting hand by all of us the tree was soon out of the way.  

Some of us tackled the Coongarra walk up to the base of the rock. A quite steep 300m walking track that was very rocky. It 
certainly had the heart rate up. 

The return up the hill out of Coongarra found Wildcats come to a stop halfway up. The motor just stopped. After an hour of 
high-tech mechanical wonderment by Wildcat ably assisted by Asterix, the conclusion was to tow to the top of the hill for lunch. 

During the lunch break, Wildcat came to two conclusions: One he was out of petrol (no fuel gauge) and secondly, if you 
adjust that new bizzo that he installed on Friday, the motor would run fine on gas.

The convoy, 
less Toygirl (Lorna), Beno and Melco, 
Rebel (Rob and Sandi) and Phoenix (Jeff 
and Dan) followed a roundabout route to 
the ridge at the top of Firebreak Hill.  
So up we went, Phoenix first, up the 
main track - a couple of gnarly steps and 
roots, and rutted cambers, no problems, 
thanks to ARB lockers x 2.  

Rebel next, up the "chicken track", which was hard enough.  
Then Beno, up the main track, followed by Toygirl, who managed a bit of both 
tracks.  
So we were all pleased with ourselves to get up without any dramas.  
The ridge track had a few fallen trees and branches to negotiate before we met up 
with the convoy.
