FROLICKING IN THE FL INDERS

Over the years I've heard a lot about the Flinders Ranges, and seen a lot 
of pictures, but the real thing has to be seen and experienced.  

Alexis and I flew to Adelaide on a Jetstar cheapie special, booked months 
earlier, and spent a couple of days there before collecting our Britz 
Troopie Camper. Very smooth 4.2 diesel motor, and well-equipped for 
camping, but of course no recovery gear or winch (or lockers or decent 
tyres - but it did have split rims !!). 

All the main access tracks through the Flinders are pretty easy, and don't 
require 4WD, except perhaps in the wet. But it was dry - very dry, and 
mostly brown and parched after such a long drought. 

But we explored 2 private properties, one with easy tracks and a superb 
remote campsite, the other a working sheepstation called Arkaba, near 
Hawker, with an excellent 4WD only track, about 22 k, long. It was about 
as much as the dear old Britz could manage, and it's my guess it was 
probably a first for a Britz hi- top camper! Steep hills, creekbeds, gibber 
plains - a bit of everything, and stunning views. Had to be very careful, 
quite apart from the insurance excess, it was remote, and we didn't see a 
soul all the way round. An enjoyable challenge. 

We returned to Adelaide via the Barossa Valley, including a visit to an 
amazing plane and aero engine museum (including De Havilland Gipsy 
Major and Queen aero engines I worked on in my apprenticeship many 
years ago !). We stayed the night in a converted railway carraige, visited 
another private museum of Aeriel bikes and Chevrolet cars (no other 
makes!), and had a look in the famous Birdwood museum in the Adelaide 
Hills. We had a ball.
